Introduction: Do not use “Introduction”, but a content-related heading (format style: Heading 1)
Guidelines regarding the content of the introduction section (format style: Heading 2)
The introduction section serves to highlight and motivate the central topic or key question of the manuscript. The presented research should be adequately embedded into a review of previous research. Rather than citing a lot of research in a non-selective way, authors should refer to the literature most relevant to the research question at hand. The typical empirical paper cannot provide a complete overview of the entire literature. Questions that reviewers consider when evaluating this part of the manuscript include: Are research questions well motivated/hypotheses adequately justified? Is the presented work integrated into previous research/is the contribution to the existing literature made explicit?
General guidelines regarding format style 
Subheadings for structuring the text (format style: Heading 3)
The manuscript should be divided into numbered sections (i.e.: 1., 1.1, 1.2, 2., etc.; the present template is already configured in this way). All headings and subheadings should be consistently numbered: if a section (e.g., 1.1) is divided into multiple subsections (e.g., 1.1.1 and 1.1.2), there should be no text that is not assigned to a subsection (e.g., no text below 1.1 but above 1.1.1). 
Formatting of the main text
The main text uses the format style “Normal” and 1.5 line spacing (as configured in the present template). Only italics may be used for emphasis or contrast. Avoid using boldface, underline, tabs, and other formatting tools, except for providing endnotes and instructions for the positioning of tables and figures (see below). 
Structure and comprehensibility
The presentation of the work should be clear and comprehensible. For empirical papers, preferably follow the default structure Research question – Methods – Results – Discussion. Other article types may deviate from this structure, but the reasoning should be clearly structured and comprehensible nonetheless. On the one hand, the text should be concise, that is, irrelevant or redundant content is to be avoided. On the other hand, the text should be long enough to contain all relevant information. Scientific terms and concepts should be defined upon first use.
Gender-neutral language
Authors should ensure that writing is free from bias and use inclusive language throughout the manuscript. Striving towards gender neutrality, neutral nouns should be used where possible (e.g., “flight attendant” instead of “stewardess”) and the singular “they” may be helpful (to avoid using “he”, “she”, or “he/she”).
Article types and word limits
Manuscripts can be submitted either as Regular article (maximum 7000 words, 5 figures/tables, 70 references) or as Short report (maximum 2500 words, 2 figures/tables, 20 references). Word limit restrictions include footnotes, but not the abstract, reference list, tables, figures, and figure captions. Additional figures/tables are permissible if the text is shortened accordingly.
Methods
The methods that have been used to obtain the results are described in this section. This includes the description of sample characteristics, design, measurement tools, operationalization, study procedure, and data analysis. The authors should report all data exclusions and how they determined their sample sizes.
Questions that reviewers may ask to evaluate this part of the manuscript include: Is the operationalization of psychological constructs described in a clear way? Is the procedure described at a level of detail that allows replication by others? Is the research design suited to address the research question at hand? 
Results
Guidelines regarding the content of the results section
The results or findings of your work are described in this section. Questions that reviewers may ask to evaluate this part of the manuscript include: Is the chosen analysis strategy clearly described and suitable for addressing the research question? Is the description of results separated from their interpretation?
Guidelines for presenting statistical results
If your text includes statistics, these should be reported according to DGPs guidelines (2019). For example, the reporting of means should be accompanied by the reporting of standard deviations. The results of statistical tests should be reported according to the following pattern: “The main effect of the intervention on the frequency of pro-environmental behavior was significant, F(1, 145) = 5.43, p = .021. Within the experimental group, we further found a significant correlation between connectedness to nature and environmental attitude, r(55) = .49, p < .001.” It is recommended to (also) report effect sizes and confidence intervals, according to the pattern: “t(158) = -5.55, p < .001, d = -0.88, 95 % CI for d [-1.20, -0.55]”. Statistical symbols (e.g., N, SD, t, d, p, R2) that are not Greek letters (e.g., α, β) are italicized.
Guidelines for figures and tables in the manuscript
Figure and tables are to be placed at the end of the manuscript. Please indicate (with green highlight color) where in the text the figures and tables should be inserted. Make sure that you refer to all figures and tables in the text (for an example, see Table 1).

The titles of all display items should be short and informative. They do not end with a period. Table titles appear above the table; figure titles appear below the figure. If necessary for the understanding of the figure, figure captions can be added directly after the figure title. In combination with this caption, the figure should be comprehensible without reading the text. (Figure captions use the same format style as figure titles. Therefore, captions should be kept short.) Figure titles should not feature information that should be presented in a figure legend (this information may be included in the caption or in a separate legend directly in the figure). Figures displaying statistical results should include error bars and the meaning of the chosen error bars should be clarified in the figure caption (see Figure 1).

If you intend to reproduce previously published figures or tables, please ask yourself if this is necessary. Ideally, you simply refer to the original source without directly reproducing the content. Where this is not possible or sensible, you need to obtain written permission for reproducing the content in print and electronic form and you must submit this permission together with the manuscript.
Guidelines regarding figure quality
Figures are to be submitted in printable quality, that is, as vector graphics (see https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Vector_graphics) or in sufficiently high resolution (300 dpi). Please use easily discernible shades of gray as figures are printed in black and white. 
Online supplementary materials
Relevant information and results that do not fit into the manuscript can be made permanently available online. For this purpose, we recommend using online repositories (e.g., the Open Science Framework, OSF, https://osf.io/) where you can upload, for example, newly created questionnaire items, supplementary results, or raw data. The permanent link to this material can then be referenced in the manuscript. 
Discussion
Guidelines regarding the content of the discussion section
Based on the reported results or reflections, the discussion section shall be used to draw appropriate conclusions. Conclusions need to be corroborated by the presented material. Speculations should be acknowledged as such. The discussion relates to the problems introduced in the introduction and integrates the results into the existing literature. 
Questions that reviewers may ask to evaluate this part of the manuscript include: Are the limitations of the reported study and the generalizability of the results to other populations and situations adequately discussed?
Final formatting
Footnotes
Footnotes may be used, but should not be formatted as footnotes. If you want to insert a footnote, please insert a superscript number1, highlighted with green color, at the respective position in the manuscript. The footnote text shall be placed on a separate page at the end of the manuscript and it may only be used for comments, not for references to published literature. These comments will appear as endnotes (after the main body of the text) in the printed version of the article.
Anonymizing the manuscript
Our standard procedure is a double-blind external peer-review process, that is, authors and reviewers do not know each other‘s identity. To this end, authors should ensure that the manuscript does not yield any information regarding their identity (with the exception of the information provided on the title page, which will be removed by us before sending the paper out for review). Citations of the authors’ previous work may be masked to ensure anonymity. 
Citations and references
Citations should follow the latest version of the DGPs guidelines (currently: Deutsche Gesellschaft für Psychologie, 2019, based on the APA citation style). In-text citations should follow the author-date method, that is, the authors‘ last names and the year of publication should appear in the text. If you have two sources by the same author(s) in the same year, lower-case letters (a, b, c) should be added to prevent ambiguity. Citations appear either in parentheses (with the last author name being preceded by an ampersand) or within the text (with the last author name being preceded by the word “and”). Examples: “As has been shown by Schmidt and Maier (1999), ...”; “These findings are not new (Schmidt, Maier & Müller, 1988)”. If you refer to the work of one or two authors, name all authors each time you cite the work. In case of three to five authors, use the format “First author et al.” in every citation of the work, except the first. In case of more than five authors, “et al.” should be used in every citation. The complete reference for each source should appear in the reference list at the end of the paper.
The reference list is part of the manuscript. It begins on a new page and, as all sections of the manuscript, the heading of this section is numbered. Reference list entries should be alphabetized by author names. If multiple entries have identical author lists, these entries should be listed in chronological order. The source (i.e., the name of the book or the journal) should be italicized. Provide page numbers when referring to book chapters or journal articles and DOIs or URLs whenever possible. Tip: Reference management software (e.g., Citavi, Zotero, Endnote, BibDesk, Jabref, Mendeley) may be used to automatically create the reference list. Automatically created reference lists often contain fewer errors.
